Since accepting the responsibility of CAT President, | have become increasingly
involved in more aspects of CAT than ever before.

As of September 10, 2007 CAT has had 3425 cats go through our spay/neuter
program, 520 of those in 2007. That isan awesome number that we should al be
very proud of. At thistime | would like to thank all of the members and volunteers
of CAT who have worked so hard to achieve this goal.

The success of CAT is being recognized by individuals beyond PE.I. In the past
couple of months | have had inquiries from individuals in Melbourne, Australia
and St. John's, Newfoundland, who have been so impressed by CAT’s
accomplishments, that they would like to know how to set up similar programsin
their own communities. | regard this as high praise, when you consider how many
cat/animal rescue organizations are highlighted on the internet.

It has been avery busy summer, full of activities that have benefited CAT financially
as well as increasing our visibility in the community. There were a number of
fundraising events, including garage salesin Summerside, O’ Leary, Charlottetown
and Mt. Mellick, two casino nights at Twin Shoresin Darnley sponsored by Brian
and Joe Haverlock who also provided the prizes for the evening, aswell asa CAT
day at Avonlea Village in Cavendish where 10% of the day’s proceeds were donated
to CAT.
